Arrival/Dismissal Schedule: 
Attendance is taken at 8:05 a.m. 
Monday-Friday. Students may arrive as 
early as 7:30 a.m. classes begin at 8 
a.m. every day. Dismissal is at 3:15 
Monday-Thursday and Friday at 12 p.m. 
Please follow the traffic signs, and 
observe caution during drop-off and 
pick-up. 
 
After School Care will be available 
again this year every day from 3:30-5:30 
p.m. Monday-Thursday and 12:15-5:30 
p.m. on Fridays. If your child is not 
picked up by 3:30, by default they will 
go to afterschool care with charges 
applied even if it is for a partial hour.

Lockers for students in grades 7-8 can 
be reserved on a first-come, first-served 
basis until Friday, September 1.

After-school Pick-ups: In order to allow 
parents to pick-up their students as 
quickly as possible after school, please 
follow these procedures: 
 Stay to the right when approaching 

the school building. 
 When your vehicle is in the “pick-up 

lane” beside the sidewalk in front of 
the school, pull your vehicle as far 
forward as possible.  Your student(s) 
will walk down the sidewalk to meet 
your vehicle.  Unless you are actively 
loading a student, there should not 
be a large space in front of your 
vehicle. 

 

Parking Lot Safety Procedures: 
 Please drive carefully—watching for 

children and vehicles when moving 
forward and into the “moving traffic” 
lane, maintaining low speeds. 

 Parents who have business with the 
office or another staff member 
should park their vehicle and not use 
the “Pick-up lane.” 

 Pull into the “moving traffic lane” only 
after you have loaded your 
child(ren).   

 Please do not drive around vehicles 
in front of you in the line to get into 
the “pick-up lane next to the 
sidewalk.  This is important to reduce 
the likelihood of a run-in with another 
vehicle. 

 Please do not back up in the pick- up 
lane as this is extremely dangerous. 
This is important to reduce the 
likelihood of running into another 
vehicle or child.
